COMBINED TRAINING


The Daniel Town Council, Planning Commission, and Board of Appeals will hold a combined general training session on Wed. No town business will be conducted, but the public is welcome and invited to attend.

COURT BATTLE CONTINUES

On August 18, Judge Derek Pullan in the Fourth District Court denied our Motion to Dismiss the lawsuit brought against Daniel by West Daniels Land Association and Dean Sellers.  Daniel asserted that WDLA lacked standing as WDLA owns no property in the Storm Haven Annexation area, is not a resident, and is not an entity allowed to file a protest with the Boundary Commission under Utah State Code. WDLA continues to contest the validity of the Storm Haven Annexation, and we will have to prove our case in trial.  No further hearings have been scheduled as of this date.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG)


Daniel is applying for a Federal grant allocated through the Mountainland Association of Governments in order to build a large water storage tank to provide fire safety for our town. To apply we must be able to document the actual current income of the families of Daniel.  We’ve been asked to complete a door to door random survey.  If your home is selected, please cooperate by answering this 3 question survey.  The survey is completely confidential with no names or addresses used.  You will fold the completed survey yourself and place it into an envelope which you will seal and return to the person conducting the survey.  These grants are available only to low and moderate income communities, and each community applicant is required to do this survey of its residents.  Thank you in advance for your cooperation.

ROAD REPAIRS
